Have you noticed any upside-down punctuation marks in Spanish? It is not a mistake. Written
Spanish requires two question marks and two exclamation points.
« The first question mark is inverted (¢) and marks the beginning of a question. The second is
placed at the end of the question, just as in English.
« The first exclamation point is likewise inverted (j) and marks the beginning of an exclamation.
The second is used just as in English.
« No other punctuation (e.g., period, comma) follows this pattern.

« Opening punctuation marks do not necessarily come at the very beginning of a sentence:
