	 • 	 You can now “Save Records to a List.”  Click on the 
		  drop-down arrow, you will have the option to select 
		  a list you have already created or to “Create a New 
		  List.”  When you “Create a New List,” you enter a 
		  List Name, then click submit.	
	 • 	 A message will display confirming that the title has
		  been saved to your list.

Visit our 
website at www.nenpl.org and click on the View 
Your Record link on the left hand side of the page, 
then enter your library barcode (or username)  and 
password. Once you are in your patron record, 
click on the Reading History link, then click on the 
“Opt In” button. Because this is an optional feature 
you have the ability to delete your entire Reading 
History or to delete individual entries.
